The sprinkler system will soon be turned on, and our tree and mowing crews will once again be seen throughout our neighborhood.  The spring and summer months will be a time for projects to enhance our shared space with new plantings, to work on pruning trees and shrubs, and to continue work to repair some concrete drives.

In order to ensure that our neighborhood retains its beautiful and welcoming appearance, the Board of Directors accompanies our Property Manager for the annual walking tour.  We look at the outward appearance of every home, both the exterior of the house and the landscaping.  If we determine that some alterations or improvements are needed, the homeowner will receive a letter explaining what was observed and what needs to be done to be in compliance.  We do this only as a reminder that we all need to comply with the standards outlined on the Owner’s Handbook.  The annual tour will be done around the first week of June.
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   Dumpster…

For your convenience, the dumpster will again be on Diamond Cir from May 13th – May 24th.  As with prior years, please….nothing toxic or hazardous, no paint, no electronics, all items must be put into the dumpster.  This is for normal household waste – not remodeling items.  Homeowner use only.  Thank you.
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   Dog Waste…

It’s time to get back into the yard and start enjoying our decks again!  Let’s make sure we are helping each other as well as our outdoor contractors by keeping our yards clean of all pet debris on a daily basis.  Take a walk around your property and make sure it’s clear, and plan to keep it that way. No one wants to be the “pet police,” and we don’t want neighbors having to complain to each other.  We do have enforcement procedures should they become necessary.  Sun & Shade is busy out there already checking and repairing sprinkler zones; while mowing and fertilizing are on the way.  We all love our furry neighbors, and we sincerely thank pet owners who show respect for us all by following the rules of The Springs and the City of Louisville.
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 Who Knew?...
Yours or Mine?

Have you wondered what belongs to the HOA and what belongs to you in your yard?  Easy answer: everything within your property boundary belongs to you, including your driveway.  The HOA owns the rest as Common Area: entrance gardens, ponds, landscape around the ponds, sidewalks, and the common driveways.  This means that the areas between the homes belong to you or your neighbor, according to the property boundary lines: they are not “common area”.
Who Maintains It?

This is a good follow up question, easily answered.  If it’s within the established garden edges, it’s yours to maintain or refurbish: anything outside those edges is maintained by the HOA.  The established perimeter beds are approximately 3 feet – some more, some less.  The HOA maintains the turf, the trees outside your obvious garden beds, the Common Areas, and removes the snow above 5 inches.  Since the HOA does trim healthy and viable trees off sidewalks, rooflines and driveways for safety and prunes them as budget allows, we ask that you refrain from trimming these HOA trees yourself.  If you are unsure, just ask us!  The HOA maintains the turf, trees, common areas, and removes the snow above 5 inches. The HOA does trim trees off sidewalks, rooflines and driveways for safety.

Let’s Change It Up!

So, what do you do if you want to make changes to your home or yard?  Make a plan, and follow the Architectural Review process or Landscape Improvement Request to get approval before you begin any work. This insures that your project is consistent with the Covenants and Design Guidelines we all agreed to when we purchased our home here in The Springs.  If you have questions, just ask.  Our committees are full of great people who have the experience and want to help you.
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  Upcoming concrete work …

Starting in 2013 the HOA Board began a concrete replacement program to address the aging concrete in our common driveways.  This will be an ongoing program and the Board each year determines (with our vendor) the areas that are most in need of being addressed. For 2019, dates will be June 17 – June 29th.  Areas involved will be sent out via email blasts closer to the dates.

We live in an arid climate.  Water is costly, and getting scarcer.  What can you do to help the HOA be more conservative?  Get rid of those narrow bands of grass between homes that are unnecessary, or along concrete that just don’t thrive without extra watering.  The HOA is going to stick to a conservative watering plan for the upcoming Season; so if your turf and bushes don’t thrive, instead of calling about the “brown out,” please get proactive and consider changing to a water-wise landscape.  We all appreciate conserving our precious water!
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   Tune Up Those Drip Systems…
As you m any remember, the HOA disengaged the daisy-chained irrigation lines to the existing home perimeter beds several years ago due to the critical problems they were causing the HOA and Homeowners alike.  As the weather heats up, remember to “start up and tune up” your own installed systems; check your lines, each emitter for breaks, disconnects and get ready to set your timers.  If you don’t have your own drip system, you may want to consider one; you control the water needed by your perimeter plantings.
