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     Snow Removal  

The November surprise snowstorm was one for the books!  I read that it was the fourth largest November storm ever for our region.  In fact, there are still a few packed snow and ice piles on our streets that still have not melted!  Needless to say, it posed a big challenge for our snowplow contractor and an inconvenience for us.  The Board appreciates the patience and understanding of the entire community.  It’s important to remind everyone about our HOA policy:  a) the snowplows don’t plow until there has been 5” accumulation and b) the snowplows don’t start until it has stopped snowing.  The contract includes plowing the sidewalks.  If the streets don’t need to be plowed, but the sidewalks warrant a plowing, we can request that at a nominal expense. In addition, the town of Louisville is responsible for plowing Fairfield Street.  During the November storm, they plowed three times.  In light of the November storm, the Board reviewed and discussed the policy to determine if there should be any changes.  The Board decided that, for the most part, the policy has worked well over the last several years, and any changes based on one extraordinary storm would not be appropriate, both practically and financially.  Therefore, there will be no change.  Let’s continue to be patient and understanding---and delight in the beauty of a gentle snowfall.
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   Mailboxes & Parking 
One of our neighbors did not receive mail because someone parked in front of the mailboxes.  Please be cognizant of where you and your guests park on the street.  Street parking is allowed, but parking in front of mailboxes is not.  Thanks for your consideration.
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   Garage Lights

Reminder – look at your outdoor garage light.  Is it on?  Is the bulb burned out?  Does the light need replaced?  You are required to have this light in working order (see your Handbook).  This helps our community stay safe, lighting up dark areas the streetlights don’t reach.

   Please. It's the Law!
We need yet another reminder.  This is a simple task of being respectful to your neighbors, keeping our neighborhood free of waste, and following the ordinance of the City of Louisville.  Every dog owner must do his or her part.
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  Trash Talk

Springs residents, just a friendly reminder…trash & recycling containers should be set out at the curb no earlier than approximately 5pm the night before the scheduled pick-up; and they should be stowed away in garages as soon as possible after the pick-up.  Remember also that containers at the curb should not block access to driveways and mailboxes.  PLEASE put your trash cans away on the day the trash is picked up.

It bears repeating also that you CANNOT put shredded paper in your recycle bin. It must be bagged, tied &  put into your regular trash container.

And lastly, please heed Ecocycle’s recent list of No-No’s:  No plastic lids or caps - and do NOT leave them on containers.  No plastic bags of any sort. No shredded paper. No frozen food boxes. No Styrofoam or paper to-go boxes or cups.
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  Tree Pruning & Maintenance
The trees in the Springs HOA are a beautiful and wonderful landscape asset. The annual pruning program to maintain the trees will begin in February. Our arborist, Augustine Trees, will be on the property working on a list of trees developed in collaboration with the Landscape Committee and Homeowner input. The identified trees are either in need of healthy pruning or removal due to their poor condition. As with all our vendors, we appreciate your patience and restraint from interacting with them while they conduct their often-hazardous work.

A couple of items of note: First, the Aspen trees in the Springs are generally in decline and will be eliminated over time. Second, many of our Ash trees are not healthy specimens. Neither of these tree species will be replaced
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  Winter Storage

Our covenants about storing items outside are clear: don’t do it.  We make allowances for large planters where they’ve been neatened up by removing summer plantings; and for large semi-structures “new on the scene” since the Covenants were written such as gazebos and large umbrellas.  However, ordinary items like ladders, palettes, wheelbarrows, and piles of bricks (all seen on a recent walk through) are to be stored in your garages.  Please remove them as soon as possible: warning letters to violators will be sent in two weeks, and a schedule of fines will follow, according to our SB100s; which can be found on our website. Your neighbors sincerely appreciate your efforts.

     Reminder for the New Year 

•
Changed the battery in your smoke detector(s)?   Batteries should be replaced annually and tested monthly.

•
Changed the battery in your carbon monoxide (CO) detector?  Because CO is odorless, colorless, and otherwise undetectable to the human senses, people may not know that they are being exposed.

Checked your dryer vents?   Fires can occur when lint builds up in the dryer and/or exhaust duct.

•
Changed your furnace filter?   Filters should be checked monthly.

•
Asked a neighbor to watch your home should you be gone any length of time?  It’s recommended leaving the thermostat at 62* so water pipes don’t freeze. 
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   Winter Watering 
Our turf and plantings suffer damages from our arid, sunny climate in the winter.  Since we are a low maintenance HOA, not a “no-maintenance” one, we ask our Homeowners to please water your turf and plantings whenever they don’t get moisture from snow or rain over a two-week period.  This is especially important for properties that have south-facing slopes.  Without water, our turf and plantings become diseased and unrecoverable. Loss of turf is not the responsibility of the HOA to replace, and is expensive; so it is also penny-wise to water in the Winter months!
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  Springs Social Gathering (SSG)

Our Welcome Committee sponsors the monthly SSG on the third Wednesday of the month from 5-7 PM.  Each month a different homeowner volunteers to host it at his or her home.
