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  Trespassing - Golf Course…
From the City - Coal Creek Golf Course is currently closed to all golf activity until further notice. 

During this unprecedented time, the golf course has temporarily opened up its paved concrete paths to the public (normally closed to all non-golf activities) to help alleviate trail congestion and aide in outdoor social distancing. Public access does not include grass areas such as fairways, roughs and greens. 

Activities such as walking, running, biking, and walking a leashed dog are permitted on the concrete trail only.

All other activities are prohibited including, but is not limited to, walking or playing on the grass (softball, Frisbee, soccer, tag, etc.), cross country skiing, letting dogs off-leash, playing golf, and fishing. 

Please remember that the golf course is not a park or playground and non-golfing activities can permanently damage the turf. 

Additionally, dog walkers are asked to be responsible pet owners and pick up after their dog. This is very important and failure to pick up dog waste could result in a ticket or the necessity to close the golf cart paths to everyone. So please carry an extra bag with you and help remind your neighbors to be good stewards. We appreciate everyone being kind and respectful during this time.

 Golf staff and law enforcement will be regularly monitoring the course and ask for your cooperation in preserving the integrity of the golf course.

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 Water Conservation Program

In December the Board met with our landscape company, Sun and Shade, to expand our water conservation program for the Springs. Each year we use approximately 10 million gallons of water mostly for irrigating the lawns at an average cost of $800 per day. The goal of our program has been to reduce the use of water and to control cost. The program will include:

•
Seasonal water will begin on May 1st and conclude on October 1st

•
Reduce watering by 1 day each week

•
Reduce watering per day by 10% duration

•
Summer turf treatments as a long term investment to develop turf that requires less water and is more drought resistant.

As you probably noticed last year, another outcome of reducing water is that healthy grass is a more natural Colorado green. Be aware that gaps in our irrigation coverage will occur as visible brown spots during our hottest months of July into August. This is only repairable by Homeowners’ action to hand-water these areas, especially your hell strips. Otherwise these areas will continue to degrade, due to diseases, grubs, mites and rabbits. Please consider helping the HOA by Xeriscaping where appropriate.

The Landscape Committee with Sun and Shade inspect the grounds on a biweekly basis to ensure healthy lawns and trees. If you notice irrigation failures or have concerns about large area browning in your lawn, please contact DCM.
