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   President’s Annual Meeting report

The Springs Annual Meeting was held via Zoom, with more than 20 households attending.  For those not able to attend, we elected one new member to the Board, Ken Larson; and re-elected Jacki Ballard to another term.  

Dennis Maloney was thanked for his many years on the Board, including as Treasurer.  Dennis reported that the operating budget was on target for 2020.  Working with our vendor Sun and Shade, the Board had initiated a water conservation plan last spring which resulted in a significant cost savings.  In addition, due to the Covid virus, there was no annual concrete work done, which contributed to additional savings.  The new Board will approve a budget for 2021 at the November meeting and notify the homeowners regarding the annual HOA dues for the new year.

Dawn Maloney was recognized for her many years as Chair of the Landscape Committee.  She has decided to step away from the committee, as Bev Snyder has volunteered to take over responsibility.  Bev reported that the committee continues to work with our tree service vendor, evaluating the health of the trees.  The aspen and ash trees continue to be monitored, as many will need to be removed in the years ahead.  Winter pruning has begun, with special attention to limbs overhanging the roofs, driveways and sidewalks.

Our ponds continue to be a focus of attention.  Because of the age of the pump system, some equipment and parts are replaced as needed.

The ARC welcomes Paula Reeves to their committee.  Thank you, Paula, it is appreciated.
Based on a couple of questions by homeowners, please be aware of a few things as we head into winter:
•
When it snows, if possible, please park cars in the garage so that the snowplows can clear both the streets and driveways.   In addition, if you do park on the street, please do not park in front of mailboxes.

•
Please remember to pick up any dog waste.

•
Help tend to our grass during the winter months.  The irrigation system was turned off for the winter on October 1st.  If we have a period of warm days, it helps enormously if each of us will water dry areas of our lawn and trees.

•
Some of the curbs in our neighborhood are quite steep.  Despite the inevitable bump, the HOA is not able to alter any curbs as they were constructed by the city and the developer to best control any water run-off to the city drains.

One final thought is to thank everyone for following the guidelines set forth to control the spread of the Covid virus.  We are a neighborhood where we look out for each other and lend assistance when needed.  Eileen Cline said it best with a comment during the meeting that “kindness counts”.

Hey Neighbors, it’s almost gutter cleaning time again!  How did that turbulent year go so fast???  As we’ve done in the past, the Board has taken quotes for voluntary (you pay) gutter cleaning and we are moving forward with Hai Nguyen. He is familiar to many Springs residents due to work he has done here in lawn care and many are very familiar with his cousin Dat.  The cost for each house is $55, which is the same as last year for cleaning gutters and making certain that downspouts are flushing.  

The work will commence mid to late November, depending when the leaves are finally off the trees.  We strongly encourage you to take advantage of this low cost offer rather than taking a risk with a ladder at that height.  

If you do wish to join the crowd and have it done, please text Rolland Fearn at 303-588-3417 with your address and telephone # so he can get you on the list and make arrangements for payment.  If there is no prepayment, there is no service.   Deadline to contact Rolland and payment is November 10th.
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   Poop cleanup reminder…
We all walk through our neighborhood on a regular basis, some of us with dogs, many without.  It cumbent on all with dogs to ensure that the neighborhood is left clean and walkable for all.  Please ensure that any and all dog litter is removed and disposed of appropriately.  Actually, we realize that a bigger problem is dogs who just go outside their own home on a regular basis and leave litter meaning that the homeowner is more or less continuously charged with picking up.   It is a necessary part of having a pet.  Let us have a totally walkable landscape.
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    Snow removal… 

Does DCM have your correct email (beth@dcmhoa.com)?   Email blasts are sent out to homeowners notifying us when snow removal crews will begin and at which entrance, they will start.  Reminder, we alternate the start for snow removal between the east and west entrances each time and remove snow only when measured snowfall is at least an average of 5” deep, when measured in multiple locations throughout the neighborhood.  Lastly, please keep vehicles out of areas needed by Sun & Shade for staging equipment and piling the snow.  These areas along Fairfield are the ‘odd numbers’ side or the eastern side near the east entrance, and the areas of the other streets where the piles of snow are best exposed to the afternoon sun.  We appreciate your cooperation, as it helps to keep our neighborhood safe.  Sun & Shade will clear the sidewalk on the north side of Fairfield Ln when the snow is 2”. Just the public sidewalk, this does not include walkways.

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    Winter watering…
The irrigation system is off for the winter, and IT’S UP TO EACH HOMEOWNER TO CONTINUE WATERING LAWNS, TREES, AND SHRUBS IF NEEDED during the fall and winter.  We’ve particularly had problems with browning of grass on south facing lawns on Fairfield Ln.  Water only when air and soil temperatures are above 40 degrees F and no snow cover. Woody plants with shallow root systems also need watering; these include birches, maples, dogwood, and evergreens. Also don’t forget the perennials and ground covers in exposed sites that are more subject to winter freezing and thawing. This opens cracks in soil that expose roots to cold and drying.  If we all do our part this winter, we can continue to have the vegetation and lawns that make our community so beautiful.
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    Fall Clean Up… 
Even though we just got a bunch of snow, it’s still autumn and time for fall clean up around our homes.  The Springs is a nicely manicured, garden like setting.  Keeping that in mind, 

•
Do the planting beds around your house need to be cleaned up?   

•
Are there weeds in rock beds? Please pull or spray and remove dead plant material promptly from the rock.  

•
Is it past time to paint?  Repair or replace damaged screens, windows or doors? What about your deck – does it need work? Paint? Stain? Fall is a great time to make plans for these projects and to submit ARC requests. Forms are on the website.  

•
Trash & recycling containers should be set out at the curb no earlier than approximately 5pm the night before scheduled pick up and they should be stowed away in garages as soon as possible after pick-up.  

Well maintained homes are what keep our community looking so nice.
