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Compliance walk-around…

It is the time of year when we do our Spring Compliance walk!   The weather will soon be warmer, we will be out doing our yard work, weeding, pruning, general home maintenance, painting, etc.  To plan ahead, the Board will be doing the annual walk on May 26th.
We always like to give the community a heads up before we do the inspection, so everyone has the opportunity to buff and fluff their area!  If you see us out walking around, please say Hi!  This is always a great time to see each other after a long winter.

We will be leaving a door hanger on any home that needs a heads up, this is followed up with a email/letter on any issues that need to be addressed.  Our intention is to ensure the community looks nice for everyone!

Thank you in advance for your assistance in great results for the community.
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Mailboxes…
This spring, we will be undertaking and freshening up our standard mailboxes. Everyone will get new numbers placed on their mailbox, and where mailboxes are in need of being painted, for consistency, the entire block of boxes will be painted. The exact timing is not set, but we look forward to seeing the improvements.
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Fairfield Parking…
As you are aware, Fairfield Lane is a public Louisville city street, and as a community, we must abide by the city’s regulations.
Sec. 8.16.020. - Keeping junk prohibited.

It shall be unlawful to keep, store, or provide for the collection of junk within the city. The keeping, storage, or collection of junk within the city is declared to be a nuisance and is detrimental to the health, safety, convenience, and general welfare of the citizens of the city.  

Sec. 8.16.010 definitions include motor vehicles as “junk”. 
Recently there was an instance with a disabled car on Fairfield. Because the car belonged to one of our neighbors, we didn’t involve the city and waited until the car could be repaired. We think there are times when balancing between being neighborly and following the city regulations is important and we appreciate everyone’s patience.
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         Ponds…
For historical perspective, many years ago, Pond 1, at the west entrance to our neighborhood, was shut down due to extreme expense to repairs, and was planted as a “dry pond”. This spring the Landscape Committee will be making improvements to the shrubs and grasses in that area.
In January 2022 the HOA contracted with BR&D, a well-established aquascape company that has provided us with much-needed skill and advice. Since hiring them the following maintenance projects have been undertaken and completed:

Pond 2 - a leak was repaired and then it was shut down for the winter to save water.
Pond 3 - on the north side with the waterfall was power washed.
Pond 4 - see below.
Pond 5 - emptied, cleaned, and also shut down for the winter.
Pond 6 - had water intake improved to increase the flow of water to the waterfall.
Pond 7 - had the air compressor and aerators repaired.
Pond 8 - on the east end of Fairfield Lane, had a water bib faucet installed by Sun and Shade which will be managed by BR&D in the winter.

In January 2023 the upper part of Pond 4, our largest pond, was drained and 13,000 pounds of lilies and muck were removed!  A pump and several aerators were replaced, as well as cleaning of the debris from around the waterfalls. Due to the frigid weather and snow in January, it was a tedious, long and yet very successful effort.

This work was a special project outside of BR&D’s annual maintenance contract and was authorized by the HOA Board. It is not unlike the special project that we undertook during the last two years with the three-phases for trimming for our 30- year-old trees.  We, as a Board, consider priorities, expense, timing and need, when we vote to use HOA reserve funds to improve beauty and increase the value of our neighborhood.
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Compost…

No doubt you’ve seen recent announcements about new procedures for Western Disposal compost collection. The only items permitted in your compost bins are food scraps, CMA-approved compost bags (3-gallon or smaller), and loose yard/plant trimmings. Residential customers may continue using brown paper bags for yard waste but must place those bags beside the compost bin.

The biggest challenge might be refraining from tossing paper towels, tea bags, and coffee filters into the bin. Loose and coffee grounds are okay, but not bags or filters. 

Currently, only four 3-gallon or 2.5-gallon compost bags are CMA-approved: BioBag, EcoSafe, Natur-Bag, and Biosak.  You can purchase a supply of 100 3-gallon BioBags via Amazon or Costco. If you have a smaller compost bin you can buy 90 2.5-gallon EcoSafe bags for $16. Natur-bags seem more expensive and Biosak bags are made in Canada and more difficult to find in the USA. Going forward, hopefully more bag brands will obtain CMA-approval and less expensive ones will become available. 

For those of us here in the Springs, April 13 was the first compost collection date to implement the revised policies. Make sure all compost items conform to these new standards so that whole contents of your bin don’t get dumped into landfill.

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Concrete Repairs…
Every spring, we, the Board, along with our concrete contractor and Management Company, do our “concrete walk-through.” The HOA is responsible for concrete repairs and/or replacement on the common driveways.  This does not include the concrete slabs that are A) part of individual driveways; B) walkways or porches on individual homes; or C) within three feet of garages/homes that have common drives.

It is very common for us to patch cracks that may create a walking hazard or to replace some slabs as the concrete contractor deems necessary.  It’s very uncommon to replace an entire common area driveway. However, we make these decisions each year and according to our greatest need.   

As previously mentioned, we’ll do the walk-through on May 26th, weather permitting.  Once the repairs are determined, we’ll inform homeowners who use those common drives about the extent of the repairs and if there will be any disruption to getting into your garages.

Additionally, if you would like to work with our contractor to make repairs on concrete that you’ll pay for, he typically gives a discount for work in our neighborhood.  Let Jerry Mitchell at DCM (jerry@DCMhoa.com) know if you’d like the contractor to visit with you individually.   
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Contractor signs in yards…
Friendly reminder, real estate, solar, painting, windows, decking, etc., signs are allowed only on homeowners' properties as long as work is being done.  When the job is completed, the sign must be removed.  No homeowner sign of any type is permitted in the common areas.  During construction the site must be kept neat and clean with materials secured to avoid blowing onto adjacent sites. All trash and debris are to be cleaned daily and stored in an enclosed area or dumpster until weekly removal. Reminder, no construction activity before 8:00 am or after 6:00 pm on weekdays, or before 8:00 am or after 4:00 pm on Saturdays. Construction activity is prohibited on Sundays without special permission from the Board of Directors. Also, dogs on the construction site must be on leash or within the body of a vehicle and shall not be a nuisance.
